
Code of Conduct for All Competitors

Queuing:
1/ Dogs must be on leads at all times without any exceptions.

2/ There must be a reasonable amount of space between dogs in the queue.

3/ Dogs must not be able to lunge into the ring.

4/ Handlers under 14 must not queue with dogs without adult supervision.

5/ Handlers must be aware of their dogs behaviour in the queue at all times.

6/ Handlers must only queue with one dog at a time.

7/ Handlers should not have bicycles in the queue.
8/ Dogs known to be of unsound temperament should be muzzled whilst queuing.

Camping and Car Parking Areas:
1/ No dogs to be tethered to cars in the Parking areas and left unattended.

2/ Fencing around Caravans and Vehicles should be secure.

3/ Dogs should not be left unattended and un-tethered in the garden areas.

4/ Children under the age of 14 should not be left in charge of dogs that are un-tethered.

5/ No Agility equipment to be put up in the Camping and Parking areas.

6/ No dogs to be off lead at any time in the Camping and Parking areas.
7/ Dogs should not be tethered near the rings.
Exercise Areas:
1/ No handler may have more than three dogs off the lead at any one time.

2/ No agility equipment is to be in the Exercise Area.
3/ Dogs known to be of unsound temperament should be muzzled whilst exercising.

4/ No toys/balls/etc to be thrown in the Exercise Area.

Failure to comply with the Code of Conduct may result in being asked to leave the showground at the request of the Show Management.
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
